Open Meeting: The meeting was called to order at 6:07 pm. 

Approval of Minutes: The previous meeting’s minutes were approved without amendment.

Reports of Officers:
President: Ana reported that Kevin has provided written notice to the board of his resignation from the board and the position of vice-president.  This will be filed with the secretary.
Vice-President: This position is vacant as of this meeting.  
Treasurer: The position of treasurer was vacant at the time of this meeting. Ana reported that Dorianna Seeling expressed a willingness to accept a nomination to the position of treasurer.  She was unable to attend the meeting, but was reached by phone and formally accepted Ana’s nomination.  It was moved, seconded, voted and unanimously approved to appoint Dorianna to the position of treasurer.  As temporary acting-treasurer, Ana reported that the only change to the previous balance is the subtraction of $400 to purchase Papa Murphy’s cards for the fundraisers.

Secretary: Nothing new to report at this time. 
Reports of Committees: 

Mud Volleyball: Ana reported that Kevin is still planning on working in conjunction with John Holland in doing the set-up work for the mud volleyball tournament.  Ana noted that we can refer to the website at playdirtyvball.com for detailed information about the mud volleyball tournament.  The issue of vendor policy was discussed and it was determined that we would like to have a single self-contained vendor providing all concessions for the event if possible.  Ana is planning to arrange separate meetings at the gym to discuss further mud volleyball tournament prep plans.  It was agreed that we would like to hold another raffle/drawing and the details for this will be discussed at the planning meetings.
Fundraising: Ana reported that the sale of Papa Murphy’s cards has been very successful thus far and it was agreed that a pointed email will be sent out this week to encourage participation in Saturday’s sale by those gymnasts who have not yet participated in this event.  Car wash times have been confirmed. Both car wash events will be from 10 am until 3pm – June 26th at Walgreens and July 10th at Ray’s.  
Unfinished Business: 
A text/email vote was held regarding t-shirt and sweatshirt order plans, and it was unanimously approved to proceed.  Ana presented the order form that Deanna prepared for us, so we can began taking orders. 
New Business:

Parade for 4th of July – we are signed up for the 4th of July parade, but agreed to only participate if at least 20 gymnasts sign up to be able to participate – Ana will circulate an interest sheet at the gym to see if at least 20 gymnasts are interested, and if so plans will be made to proceed with arrangements for the parade.
All-team potluck – there is a flyer up at the gym announcing the all-team potluck that will be held Saturday June 12th at 1 pm at Tumalo State Park.  

Website fees – it was noted that our payment for our website hosting was inadvertently overlooked.  It was agreed to pay the full amount owing for both 2009 and 2010, which is $269.24 bringing us current until 2011.
