Open Meeting: Ana called the meeting to order at 6:08 pm. 

Approval of Minutes: The previous meeting’s minutes were approved without amendment.

Reports of Officers:
President: Ana reported that Kim has officially vacated the board of directors and the office of Treasurer, leaving a board vacancy and an open office.  Jackie Sancho expressed interest in filling the general vacancy, but not the office of Treasurer.  It was motioned, seconded, and unanimously approved to appoint her as a general board member effective immediately.  Unless another member vacates the board, the position of Treasurer will need to be filled by an existing board member.  This will be discussed further in April.  Meanwhile, as President Ana will manage necessary financial business in cooperation with Tamara as Secretary.  It was motioned, seconded, and unanimously approved that Tamara as Secretary may serve as a secondary signer on the account as the vacant Treasurer position left Ana as the only signer.  It was also noted that it may be in the best interest of the club to hire a tax professional to process the tax documents for the club.  It was motioned, seconded, and unanimously approved that tax document processing shall no longer fall under the job description of the Treasurer, but shall be hired out to a tax professional.
Treasurer: The current balance is $3272.77.  It was motioned, seconded, and unanimously approved to right a $1200 check to the gym to be equally distributed into the meet accounts of current RGA competitive gymnasts on both boys’ and girls’ teams.
Secretary: Nothing new to report.  
Reports of Committees: 

Mud Volleyball: Nothing new to report. Preliminary work remains in processing.
Golf Tournament:  A special meeting to discuss golf tournament preparations will be held at the gym on Wednesday, March 10th at 6 pm.  Tamara will send out an email to all team parents providing this information.
Fundraising: All chocolate bars have been sold, with the exception of the open box at the front desk at the gym, but money is still being collected and coordinated.  This process has been delayed by the unanticipated vacancy of the office of Treasurer.
Meet:  It was unanimously agreed that all aspects of the meet were highly successful.  A few suggestions were noted to help ensure next year’s meet is even more successful—a generator for greater power to the concessions area and a heat source that includes its own power source (Jackie Steele reported that she knew where to obtain one of these for next year).
