Open Meeting: Ana called the meeting to order at 6:09 pm. 

Approval of Minutes: The previous meeting’s minutes were approved without amendment.

Reports of Officers:
President: Ana reported that she sent the necessary $50 fee in to the state to be recognized as a non-profit organization for this year.
Treasurer: The position of treasurer is currently vacant. Ana will contact Kim about providing a written resignation for the club’s records. A post-meeting financial report was provided by Ana: current balance was 1937.77; after subtracting the $50 check to the state and the approved check to the gym (see note below under unfinished business), the balance is now 1827.77.
Secretary: Nothing new to report.  
Reports of Committees: 

Mud Volleyball: Preliminary work remains in processing. Ana reported that the insurance application has been mailed, and the permit application will be filed as soon as she gets the insurance form back.
Golf Tournament:  At the March 10th meeting, it was agreed to postpone the golf tournament until later in the summer.  Discussion of this matter has been tabled until the May meeting.  Deanna reported that In the Zone INK would like to donate some items to the tournament, acting as a tournament sponsors—possible items being considered include: towels, shirts, hats, balls, etc.
Fundraising: A very small amount of chocolate-sales money is still being collected and coordinated; this process has been delayed by the unanticipated vacancy of the office of Treasurer.  It was moved, seconded, and unanimously approved that Ana shall research potential Rays and Papa Murphy’s fundraisers to be conducted in May.  
Meet:  The dramatic success of the Smith Rock Invitational Meet was again noted, and it was agreed that while the Booster Club efforts were noteworthy, the greatest honors go to the hosts and gym owners for creating a welcoming experience that is sure to draw larger numbers next year, based on the summary of all noted feedback.
Unfinished Business: 
Taxes need to be done.  Two local quotes were obtained and Colleen was contacted.  The quotes were $150 or $350.  Since Colleen has not provided a quote, it was moved, seconded, and unanimously approved to employ Bend Tax Services to complete the club taxes.  Ana will contact them as soon as possible.
It was noted that our previous decision to distribute $60 to each gymnast’s meet account for a total amount of $1200 was based on an incorrect count of current roster gymnasts.  There are actually 21 gymnasts rather than the 20 considered for the calculation.  After discussing the matter, it was moved, seconded, and unanimously approved to amend the distribution to account for 21 gymnasts and add $60 to the previous distribution amount.  This will be amended in the previous minutes as well.  Ana wrote a $60 check to the gym to provide for the additional distribution.

Deanna presented graphics of ideas for the shirt designs she has been working on.  The club loved her designs and it was moved, seconded, and unanimously approved to request a formal quote from Deanna for the cost of printing t-shirts and sweatshirts with the new design, with a personalization option of adding an iron-on name to the back of the shirt.  It was further moved, seconded, and unanimously approved that we will hold a vote by email as soon as we receive the official quote from Deanna, so we can proceed with production as soon as possible.
