Reports of Officers:

The permit from the county has been received.  Ana will be in contact with All About You regarding awards.  A list of current needs was compiled and Tamara will email this list to the team parents in the reminder email for Saturday’s car wash.  The noted needs are: a PA system, a generator to run the PA system, new volleyballs, raffle items, and sponsors. Nolan agreed to act as a point person for mud volleyball input. It was agreed to hold a specialized planning meeting for mud volleyball at the gym on Tuesday July 20th at 6 pm.  
Fundraising: It was agreed that the Walgreens location, and probably any location directly off of Highway 97, has been inefficient for conducting car washes and will not be utilized in the future.  A car wash is scheduled for Saturday, July 10th at Ray’s in Redmond, which has been a much more effective location in the past.
